To begin your next
throw, your lead foot must be on or within 11
inches directly behind the lie. The other foot
may be no closer to the hole then the lie. A
run up and natural follow through after
release is allowed.

3. The hole is complete when a player's disc
lands in the basket or chains.
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+/- 4. The player with the least number of throws
on the last hole tees off first on the next hole.
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6. Any disc that comes to rest above the
ground (in a tree or bush) is considered an
unplayable lie.
